Following a discussion of the price to charge for installing a standard ETMD memorial bench, Tad R. moved that ETMD charge all costs plus a $200 repair fee allowing ETMD to repair or replace any vandalized bench. John A. Seconded.

Following a discussion of installing an appreciation sign on the ET thanking Unitil for its support, it was agreed that Bob H. would ask Unitil’s John Black for permission to install such signs on each Unitil substation along the currently open ET.  Supported by unanimous consensus. 

Tad R. suggested we protect the wood and appearance of the kiosks by buying the Home Depot slate-green stain and find a volunteer organization to apply the stain. John A.  seconded the motion which was unanimously approved. 

Bob H. moved that we find someone to define a standard of kiosk contents. John A. suggested that we ask former ETA Trustee Ethan Davis and offered to ask Davis if he would serve. Tad R. seconded the motion, which was unanimously approved. (John A. later reported that Ethan had agreed to see what he could fit into his already busy life, but thought he could look at one kiosk a week as a start. )
Marianne G. reported that Mike Livingston, Wells Town Engineer was writing a RFP for a survey of the ET within Wells prior to beginning to create a shovel-ready design for the ET within Wells. She further reported that Mike has been in contact with Kennebunk and it is beginning its work to create a shovel-ready design for Kennebunk.

Marianne and John each reported that they were unable to attend the Octobr meeting.  

At 10 am, Bob H moved adjournment. Seconded by Tad R.
